Welcome to the TOTAL Green School Awards which aim to assist and
encourage environmental education for young people aged 7-11. They
promote cross-curricular work on the environment and offer opportunities to
study energy including fossil fuels and alternative technologies, linking with
the National Curriculum for England and Wales.

The four award categories enable the inclusion of the environment in the
teaching of a diverse range of subjects including Art, English, History and
Mathematics as well as Science, Technology and Geography.

The Awards can be entered by groups of up to 30 young people, aged
7-11. (Groups of over 30 young people will be allowed to enter provided
that they are in the same class). Groups can be classes, school clubs or
teams created for the purpose of entering the TOTAL Green School Awards.
There is no limit to the number of entries a school can submit.

The Award Categories

Schools can enter group projects in one or more of the following categories:
(titles of previous projects are included as examples)

Totally Active: for projects involving work in the school grounds e.g. sensory
gardens, ponds, wildlife areas, recycling schemes and composting.

Totally Clued Up: for projects researching any aspect of the environment — can be
incorporated into Geography, Science, Maths, |.T. and History e.g.
wild bird feeding or recycling surveys, our town’s environment now -

and in the past, where in the world does our food come from? I

Totally Creative: for environmentally themed art, music and poetry e.g. save the
planet song, pollution rap, art inspired by the environment, cleaner <5 i
planet mural.

Totally Powered Up: for projects researching any type of energy and for projects that
make use of an energy source e.g. what types of power are there?
how do we use energy? how can we create energy in harmony with .
the environment? For ideas, look at Total’s website.

Twenty Chances to Win!

The TOTAL Green School Awards are split into five regions (Central, North,
South, Wales and Scotland) and there will be a winner for each award
category in each region. Each category winner will receive a cheque for
£500 to go towards the school funds.

The best winning group from each region will then be chosen to progress
to the national final and invited to attend a special National Awards
Ceremony in June 2009. All expenses for travel etc. will be paid. Each
group nominated as a national finalist i.e. overall winner in their region, will
receive a further £500 (making a total of £1,000) for their school funds.
